Public education 
remains America’s strong backbone, but our challenge 
in New Philadelphia is to fund, improve, innovate and 
build on success while tackling the darkness of drop 
outs and at-risk students so as to prepare for the 
international marketplace.

Title 1 Program
(Literacy and Mathematics)

Title 1 is a federally supported program designed to help 
students meet the standards in Ohio.  In the past, we were only 
permitted to help economically disadvantaged students. This year, 
we became a “school wide program” which now enables us to work 
together to ensure that all elementary children to reap the 
benefits of the Title Program.  East, West, Central, and York 
elementary schools are the only buildings that are eligible for the 
Title 1 Program.

Our focus for the year is developed by looking at research and 
data of our students.  Our goal is focusing reading instruction in 
grades K-2 and math in grades 3-5.  The following strategies are 
used to increase the effectiveness of our program:

Providing continual learning for our teachers in strategies 1.	
that work best with students.
Strategies to increase parental involvement, such as family 2.	
literacy and math nights.
Steps to identify students strengths and areas of concern on 3.	
a regular basis

We currently have six title 1 teachers that work in the four eligible 
elementary buildings. These teachers work with the classroom 
teachers to enrich and accelerate the reading and math programs.  
Our title 1 program at the elementary levels offered:

Instructional assistance during reading instruction1.	
Small group fluency instruction for grades K-22.	
Small group “how-to-read” instruction for grades K-23.	
Small kindergarten additional time (Fundations) to boost 4.	
language skills
Parent literacy nights for grades K-25.	
Parent math nights for grades 3-56.	
Books for home reading during the school year (100 book 7.	
challenge)

In addition, Title 1 supported the professional development of 
both the certified title 1 staff and certified classroom teachers 
through workshops and coursework.  Title 1 continues to 
collaborate with kindergarten readiness through the kindergarten 
screening process.

Our Title 1 teachers are available for parent questions on the 
service they provide and how to help students increase 
educational achievement.  Please contact the Title I teachers 
through Central, East, West, or York offices through the school year 
or Debra J. Kennedy, Assistant Superintendent at 330-364-0600.

New Philadelphia Schools encompasses five 
Elementary Schools, one High School and 
one Middle School, Administration Building, 
Transportation Parking and a Warehouse 
Facility.
