How can I have my student tested to determine if they meet the

criteria for gifted identification as established by the

Ohio Department of Education?
· Parents, teachers, or students can refer someone for testing by 

completing the appropriate referral form.

· Referral forms may be obtained from the gifted coordinator or can be downloaded from the district website.
· After referrals have been received, all applicable data is examined to determine if evidence of possible giftedness exists.  If such evidence exists, students are candidates for individual or small group gifted identification testing.

· Individual / small group testing is performed each fall and each spring.

· Referral forms for fall testing must be received by September 1
of the current school year.  Testing will occur between September 21

and November 11.

· Referral forms for spring testing must be received by February 28
of the current school year.  Testing will occur between March 23 and

May 29.

· Parents are notified of all testing outcomes and any resulting gifted identification(s).

· Students who are identified as gifted are automatically scheduled into

the appropriate gifted class(es) based upon their specific identification category.
NOTE:  The Ohio Achievement Assessment (OAA)

is not an approved test for gifted identification.
